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To listen and participate to a webcast 
 

Usually, you will have received a link to a specific presentation, for example: 

http://www.dudal.net/dudal/apps/jws/uiclient?/oms/20080219_1640 

 

By clicking on it, you will launch the Dudal application which will then load the presentation.  

 

If you donôt have a link and want to follow or replay a presentation, you can select it from the 

www.dudal.net website. Click on ñFollow an educational sessionò.

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You will be asked your name. This name is going to be used when you ask questions in the 

forum and will appear in the list of participants. 

 

 
 

The slides of the presentation are then downloaded from the server. It is recommended that, 

when participating to a live session, you connect to the server a few minutes in advance, so 

that these slides, which can sometimes be quite large, are downloaded before the presentation 

starts. This is particularly important in situations where the bandwidth is limited. 

 

 
 

If the presentation has already taken place or is currently taking place, it will start playing 

immediately. If it has not started yet, you will be placed in a waiting mode until it actually 

starts being webcast. 

 

You may pause, move back and replay or move forwards using the various arrows: 

 

 

 
 

You may also ask questions to the presenter by selecting ñAsk a questionò: 
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You can compose a message, with your name, a subject and a text, then click on ñSendò: 

 

 
 

The message will be added to the presentationôs forum, so that everyone can see it. You may 

also look at other participantsô messages in the forum by selecting ñAsk a questionò then 

ñForumò. 
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To prepare a presentation to be webcast 
 

Powerpoint presentations must be converted to HTML pages before being uploaded on the 

Dudal server. To do so, we use the OpenOffice software. OpenOffice is a free, open-source 

office suite which can be downloaded from: http://download.openoffice.org/index.html 

 

To convert a Powerpoint file into Web pages for Dudal: 

 

- Open the OpenOffice application: click on ñFileò then ñOpenò and select your 

Powerpoint file. 

 

- Then export it as an HTML set of documents: click on ñFileò then ñExportò  

 

 
 

- Create a new folder in which the various files will be exported by selecting the 

appropriate icon on the top right of the export menu. 

 

 
 

- Then save it in HTML format into the newly created folder.

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-  You will then be prompted for several options. Recommended options are: 

o use GIF images 

o use medium resolution (800x600) 

o disable ñnotesò 

o disable ñsounds when changing slidesò 

 

- Click on ñNextò until you get to the end of options then click on ñCreateò: 

 

 

   

The folder that you specified initially now contains the HTML and GIF files. You may want 

to quickly check that the GIF files created correspond to what was in the initial Powerpoint 

presentation.  

 

Then, you have to create a presentation in the Dudal server and upload these HTML files. 

 

To connect to the Dudal server: 

 

- First go to www.dudal.net in your web browser: 

 
- Select ñTo webcast an educational sessionò

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- Once Dudal starts, select ñPresentationò then ñCreateò. 

 

 
 

- You will be asked to identify yourself, please enter your user ID and password: 

 

 
 

- Navigate in the folders until you find the right place to create the presentation, then 

give it a title, and select the expected date and time of the webcast, then click on 

ñCreateò

- Then add the slides to the presentation by clicking « Edition » then « Import from 

OpenOffice (HTML format)ò. 

 

 
 

- Navigate in your files on the local computer to select the folder that you initially 

created with OpenOffice then click ñOpenò. 

 

 
 

-  Select any HTML file in the folder, then click on ñOpenò. 
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- Save (upload) the presentation on the Dudal server by clicking ñEditionò then ñSave 

presentationò. 

 

 
 

This may take a few minutes. 

 

 
 

 

Now your presentation is uploaded on the server and ready to be used for the webcast, you 

can quit Dudal.
